MARY, THE MOTHER OF GOD

On New Years Day, the Church celebrates the Solemnity of Mary, 
Mother of God, our Lady's greatest title. This feast is the octave of 
Christmas.  In the modern Roman Calendar only Christmas and Easter 
enjoy the privilege of an octave.  
 

"Mary, the all-holy ever-virgin Mother of God, is the masterwork of the 
mission of the Son and the Spirit in the fullness of time. For the first time 
in the plan of salvation and because His Spirit had prepared her,  the  
Father  found  the dwelling place where His Son and His Spirit could 
dwell among men.  In this sense the Church's Tradition has often read 
the  most  beautiful  texts  on  wisdom  in  relation  to Mary. Mary  is 
acclaimed and represented in the liturgy as the "Seat of Wis-
dom." [Catechism of the Catholic Church #721] 
 

In the 4th and 5th centuries there were many debates in the Church 
about the nature of Christ. The debate was about the relationship of 
Christ's divine and human natures. At the center of this debate was a 
title of Mary. Since at least the 3rd century, Christians had referred to 
Mary as theotokos, meaning "God-bearer." The first documented use of 
this term is in the writings of Origen of Alexandria in AD 230. Related to 
theotokos, Mary was called the mother of God. Referring to Mary this 
way was popular in Christian piety, but the patriarch of Constantinople 
from 428-431, Nestorius, objected. He suggested that Mary was only 
the mother of Jesus' human nature, but not his divine nature. At the 
Council of Ephesus in AD 431, and again at the Council of Chalcedon in 
AD 451, the Church decided that Christ was fully God and fully human, 
and these natures were united in one divine person, Jesus Christ. 
Therefore, Mary could be called "mother of God" since she gave birth to 
Jesus who was fully divine as well as human. Since this time, Mary has 
been frequently honored as the "mother of God" by Catholics, Ortho-
dox, and many Protestants. 
 

The Solemnity of Mary Mother of God falls exactly one week after 
Christmas, the end of the octave of Christmas. It is fitting to honor Mary 
as Mother of Jesus, following the birth of Christ. When Catholics cele-
brate the Solemnity of Mary Mother of God we are not only honoring 
Mary, chosen among all women throughout history to bear God incar-
nate, but we are also honoring our Lord, who is fully God and fully hu-
man. Calling Mary "mother of God" is the highest honor we can give 
Mary. Just as Christmas honors Jesus as the "Prince of Peace," the 
Solemnity of Mary Mother of God honors Mary as the "Queen of 
Peace." This solemnity, falling on New Year's Day, is also designated 
the World Day of Peace. 
 

"In this Christmas season,  we  should  all turn  with  one mind to the 
solemnity of the Mother of God. The purpose of the celebration is to 
honor the role of Mary in the mystery of salvation and at the same time 
to sing the praises of the unique dignity thus coming to "the Holy Mother 
é through whom we have been given the gift of the Author of life." This 
same solemnity also offers an excellent opportunity to renew the adora-
tion rightfully to be shown to the newborn Prince of Peace, as we once 
again hear the good tidings of great joy and pray to God, through the 
intercession  of  the Queen of Peace, for the priceless gift of peace. 
Because of these considerations and the fact that the octave of Christ-
mas coincides with a day of hope, New Year's Day, we have assigned 
to it the observance of the World Day of Peace." (Paul VI, Marialis Cul-
tus, Feb. 2, 1974, no.5).

SAINT CATHERINE OF SIENNA PARISH LIFE. .  .  

Last week we highlighted a few groups, activities and ways to participate in the spiritual and social life 
of our parish.  This week we share a bit more detail about some of the more social activities that also 
have a spiritual side to them.  Do you know about our four very special events during the year?  
 

CARNEVALE ð  

Many friends of Italian heritage know that the celebration of òCarnevaleó  
means  òfarewell to meat.ó   It  usually takes place in winter prior to the  
Season of Lent.  People gather for a scrumptious dinner menu of various  
meats.  The evening reminds us of our blessings of great food.  It also affords  
opportunity to prepare for sacrifice during the season of Lent.  Adults enjoy great  
music, dancing, food and drink.  Tickets are $40 per person and still available for  
this wonderful night.

ANNUAL FAMILY FESTIVAL ð 

It has become a wonderful summer tradition in our town with outdoor fun, food, 
music, rides and more.  Many volunteers join in the preparation; our property, the 
street and adjoining town parking lot are turned into an  outdoor  festival with 
many attractions, entertainment, summer foods and drinks.  Last year an indoor 
ôcaf®õ served some traditional fare and the Sons of San Paolino joined our festival.  
It takes days to build the giglio and the childrenõs giglio with hundreds participat-
ing in the carry!  The tradition of the giglio began before the middle ages when the townspeople 
of Nola, Italy were overjoyed to welcome Saint Paulinus after he was enslaved after many years.  
The townspeople gathered and carried gigli, Italian for lilies. Shortly after his death, people from the 
town of Nola, started to carry bouquets of lilies to the church's altar in the center of town. Gradually 
the faithful started to mount their lilies on poles in decorative arrangements and marched them to the 
center of Nola each year on San Paolinoõs feast date, June 22. Eventually a base was created to support 
these  structures  of  lilies  and  a  statue  of  San Paolino was placed on top.  Centuries later the ôgiglioõ  
consists of flowers, statues and a platform often holding a band and dignitaries; it takes hundreds of 
people to carry through the street.  This year they will join again!  The Annual Family Festival begins in 
the last week of June.  Watch for more details as summer approaches!  
 

THANKSGIVING CELEBRATIONS  ð 

We show our appreciation for all our blessings and the gifts God hasgiven us at two events near 
Thanksgiving.  At our first event our parishioners, adults and children, come together for a 
dinner, music, family games and fun the Friday night prior to Thanksgiving Day.  The eve-
ning begins with family prayer and singing; everyone takes home a prayer card to use 
at their dinner on Thanksgiving Day.  Dinner is a buffet with soft drinks followed by a 
variety of desserts and coffee.  Family entertainment includes line dancing, table 
games, raffles and a wonderful auction.  Tickets go on sale in October and less than 
$10 each.  For 2012 we hope you join us on Friday, November 16th.  Mark your family 
calendar!  
 

The second tradition is community -wide and began nearly a decade ago when the congregations of the 
many houses of worship here in Franklin Square gathered for an evening of prayer at a special prayer 
service.  The service consists of peoples of all religions, ages, and cultures united in prayer. Each year 

on the night before Thanksgiving a different house of worship hosts the prayer service 
which is followed by fellowship and light refreshments.  In 2012 we will gather for prayer 
on Wednesday, November 21st and at one of our houses of worship led by our church and 
temple leaders for prayer and song.
